Monday, February 6, 2017
At the hour of 8:30 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in administrative session with Alan Stempel, Janet Wolff and James Moos present.  Presiding Officer

Alan Stempel called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.


The January 23, 2017 minutes were approved as corrected.


Doug Shennum, TV District Board Chairman, met with the Board to discuss rural television services.  

Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss the upcoming MACRS Convention and the South Shop roof.


The Board reviewed and approved the payroll for the month of January, 2017. Voucher #9 for warrants #81987 through #82010 was issued in the amount of $33,855.66. Voucher #1026 for automatic deposits in the amount of $54,504.14 for a total payroll of $88,359.80 was reviewed and approved. Payroll Deduction Voucher #1027 for warrants #82011 through #82013 in the amount of $31,937.16 was reviewed and approved.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved county claims for the month of January, 2017.  Voucher #1028 for warrants #74887 through #74969 for the amount of $140,534.39 was signed at this time.  (A copy of the claim register and voucher are on file in the Commissioners’ files.) 


The Board reviewed and approved Voucher #1029 for warrant #74970 in the amount of $5,400.00 to S&W Heating and Air Conditioning, LLC.  (A copy of the register and voucher are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The officers’ reports for December, 2017 were reviewed and approved for the Sheriff, Clerk of Court, Justice Court and Clerk and Recorder. (Copies of the reports are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved time sheets for January, 2017 for the employees and department heads under the supervision of the County Commissioners.


Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator; Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman; and Allen Rosaaen, South
Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss the MLIA Grant Application.


Commissioner Stempel reported on the conference call he participated in on January 26, 2017 about the County/City Airport upgrades.


Commissioner Wolff reported on a Community Readiness Assessment survey regarding underage drinking and prescription drug abuse and misuse she participated in on January 28, 2017.

Commissioner Moos reported on the Great Northern Development Corporation Board meeting he attended on January 26, 2017.


The Board participated in the Board of Health meeting at noon.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Sheriff Dave Harris; Ken Ehli, Town of Circle Council member; Virginia Richardson, 911 Head
Dispatcher; Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder; John Hrubes, County Attorney, and the Board met to discuss funding of the 911 Dispatch Services in McCone County.  The reading of Resolution #17-02-06 was held calling for an increase in a special mill levy for the operation of the 911 Dispatch Services in McCone County be placed on the ballot in the upcoming Special Federal Election, the date of which is currently to be determined.   Commissioner Wolff moved to accept Resolution #17-02-06 and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion was passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in
the Commissioners files.)


Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman, and Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, joined the meeting to discuss the possibility of the TransCanada Keystone XL Pipeline construction in McCone County.


The Board discussed refinancing options of the two Caterpillar 160M motor graders.  Commissioner Moos moved to accept the three year refinancing and warranty agreement with Tractor and Equipment.  Commissioner Wolff seconded and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on

file in the Commissioners’ files.) 


The Board reviewed the Request for Reimbursement No. 7 on the FAA Grant for the Airport Hanger Construction Project.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the request and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the request is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board reviewed the Interlocal Agreement for Planning Services between McCone County and Wibaux County.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the addendum to the agreement and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
