The Board reviewed the Treasurer’s Cash Summary Report and the Expenditure Report for February, 2017.  


The Board held the reading of Resolution #17-03-13 for a Mail Ballot Election for the 2017 Federal Special Election contingent upon passage of SB305.   Commissioner Wolff moved to approve

Resolution #17-03-13 and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the

The Board reviewed the Caterpillar Financial Services Corporation Amendment to Extend

Governmental Equipment Lease – Purchase Agreement for 2-160M2 Graders.  Commissioner
Moos moved to approve the agreement and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.

Nita Crockett, Treasurer, presented the Delinquent Tax Report and the Cash Reconciliation and Investment Report for February, 2017.   The Board reviewed the request for the cancellation of an

uncollectable Insufficient Funds check in the amount of $40.50.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the cancellation of the check and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3- 0.  (A copy of the report and the letter of approval are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed Amendment #1 of the MACo WCT By-Laws.  Commissioner Wolff moved
to approve the amendment and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the

amendment is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Nancy Stempel, GIS/GPS Coordinator, met with the Board to discuss the purchase of a used printer for the GPS Department for $1,000.  The Board approved the purchase with Commissioner Stempel abstaining from the discussion.
