Monday, April 24, 2017

At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Alan Stempel, Janet Wolff, and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Alan Stempel called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The April 17, 2017 minutes were approved as read. 

Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.  Allen presented an estimate for culverts to be purchased for the North and South Road Districts in the amount of $15,586.18.  The Board approved the purchase.  

Commissioner Wolff reported on the Safety Committee meeting she attended on April 19, 2017 and the Action for Eastern Montana Governing Board meeting she attended on April 21, 2017.

Commissioner Moos reported on the Great Northern Development Corporation meeting he attended on April 20, 2017 and the Dry Redwater Rural Water Authority Board meeting he attended on April 21, 2017.  


The Board reviewed the Chemical Dependency Service Provider Designation Form.  Commissioner Wolff moved to designate the District II Alcohol and Drug Program as the Chemical Dependency Service Provider for McCone County.  Commissioner Moos seconded and the motion 

passed 3-0.  (A copy of the form is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the McCone County Health Center Re-Roof Replacement Project bids.  Commissioner Moos moved to accept the bid from Prairie Elk Distributing Inc. in the amount of 
$359,877. 00.  Commissioner Wolff seconded and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the bid is on

file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

The Board responded to the Auditor’s Schedule of Findings for the Fiscal Year 2016.  (A copy 

of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss the purchase of a fuel tank.  The 

Board approved this purchase for approximately $4,600.  The North Road Crew is presently working on

road maintenance.


Commissioner Stempel left the meeting at 3:45 p.m. for personal reasons.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
