At the hour of 8:30 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Alan Stempel and Janet Wolff present. Commissioner Moos was absent for personal reasons.   Presiding Officer Alan Stempel called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The May 22, 2017 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.  


The Board reviewed and approved the payroll for the month of May, 2017. Voucher #13 for warrants #82097 through #82124 was issued in the amount of $35,584.86.  Voucher #1043 in the amount

of $54,961.89 and Voucher #1044 in the amount of $1,318.24 was made for automatic deposits.  Total

payroll amount for the month of May was $91,864.99.  (Copies of the vouchers and payroll register are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Payroll Deduction Voucher #1045 for warrants #82125 through #82127 in the amount of $29,836.16 was reviewed and approved.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board reviewed and approved county claims for the month of May, 2017.  Voucher #1046 for warrants #75235 through #75347 for the amount of $107,452.00 was signed at this time.  (A copy of the claim register and voucher are on file in the Commissioners’ files.) 


The officers’ reports for May, 2017 were reviewed and approved for the Sheriff, Clerk of Court, Justice Court and Clerk and Recorder. (Copies of the reports are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved time sheets for May, 2017 for the employees and department heads under the supervision of the County Commissioners.


Sally Carlsen, Justice of the Peace, met with the Board with an update of Justice of the Peace

issues.


John Hrubes, County Attorney, met with the Board to present the contract for legal services between McCone County and John Hrubes for McCone County residents 60 years of age or older.  The Board approved the Legal Services Contract.  John also presented the Dawson and McCone County DUI

Task Force Annual Plan for FY2018.  The Board of Commissioners approved the DUI Task Force Plan.  

Commissioner Wolff reported on the Eastern Montana Community Mental Health Center Board meeting she attended on May 25, 2017 and the Fair Board meeting she attended on June 5, 2017.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Sheriff Dave Harris joined the meeting for updates on Law Enforcement and Dispatch issues.
At 2:45 p.m., the Commissioners met as the McCone County Board of Canvassers for the

May 25, 2017 Special Election.  Maridel Kassner, Election Administrator, and Sherry Kluth, Deputy

Clerk and Recorder, joined the meeting to conduct the county canvass.  (The results from the
canvass is filed in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the proposed agreement for professional services with KLJ Engineering for

the Circle Town, County Airport AIP007-2017 Project.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the agreement and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Clerk and Recorders’ files.)


The DEQ Contract approval was tabled until the June 12th meeting.


The Board sent a letter to Montana DPHHS/Addictive and Mental Health Disorder Division-

Chemical Dependency Bureau supporting the expansion of treatment services for the residents of 

McCone County.  (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
