They discussed the Keystone XL Pipeline project and the donations TransCanada recently made to the McCone County Dispatch for a communications update, the McCone County Health Center to purchase an ultrasound machine, and the Circle Public Schools for the football field improvement project. 

 TransCanada Keystone Pipelines does not have any project plans scheduled for 2017.  If the permit is approved in Nebraska, it is possible that 2018 will be a staging year preparing for the construction of the pipeline.  The Board was informed that the bulk of the construction will take place in 2019 and 2020.
