At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Alan Stempel, Janet Wolff, and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Alan Stempel called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was amended to state reading and adoption of the resolution of intent to consider consolidation of the offices of County Attorney and Public Administrator.


The October 10, 2017 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss the purchase of 2 culverts for the Redwater River crossing on Redwater Road.  Fish, Wildlife, and Parks will cover the cost of one
culvert.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the purchase of one culvert in excess of $500 and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  


John Hrubes, County Attorney, met with the Board to discuss easements and road policy.


Commissioner Moos reported on the Great Northern Development Corporation Quarterly

Board meeting he attended on October 12, 2017.

The discussion of the consolidation of offices of the County Attorney and Public Administrator that was held at the October 10, 2017 meeting was discussed by the Board.


The Board reviewed Resolution #17-10-16 of the intent to consider consolidation of the offices

of County Attorney and Public Administrator in McCone County.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve Resolution #17-10-16 and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy 
of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners files.)


The Board attended the LEPC meeting at noon.

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Brian Noftsker, County Trapper, met with the Board to discuss predator control issues.

Nita Crockett, Treasurer, presented the Treasurer’s Cash Report for September, 2017.  The Delinquent Tax Reports for September, 2017 were also reviewed with $53,088.34 delinquent for real

estate; $2,996.96 delinquent for mobile homes; and $7,229.27 delinquent for personal property.  (A copy of the Treasurer’s Report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
