The McCone County Board of County Commissioners attended the Pre-Bid Conference for Pre-Staging road improvements for the Transcanada Keystone XL Pipeline project.  The conference was held at the Fairgrounds kitchen building and began at 10 am.  Among the 45 attendees were Allen Rosaaen and Tim Sorley, McCone County Road Foremen; Dave Harris, McCone County Sheriff; Alan Lietz and Reid Tikkanen, TransCanada Keystone Pipeline Project Managers; Jack Schunke, Martin Gagnon, Bruce Foley, and Dave Keeney, Morrison Maierle, Inc. engineers; representatives from Phillips, Valley, Dawson, Prairie, and Fallon counties; and representatives from potential contactors interested in bidding on the project:  Century Enterprises, Fisher Industries, Knife River, Oftedahl Construction, Prince Inc. and Riverside Contracting.  The general project information was explained with 132 miles of haul route roads to be completed in the 6 county area.  Instructions were given about the bid process with the bids due on Thursday, December 14, 2017.  The conference ended with questions and adjourned at 11:30 am.
