At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Alan Stempel, Janet Wolff, and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Alan Stempel called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The December 7, 2017 minutes were approved as read.

The Board reviewed the November, 2017 Expenditure Report.


The Board appointed Candy Logan as Tax Appeal Board Secretary.


Nita Crockett, Treasurer, met with the Board to present Tax Adjustment #0152 in the amount

of -$20.00 and the November Cash and Investment Reconciliation Report for their approval.  (A copy of the tax adjustment and the reconciliation report are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater Rural Water Authority Board meeting he
attended on December 8, 2017.


The Board reviewed the Memorandum of Agreement between the Federal Aviation Administration and McCone County for the operating and maintaining of the Automated Weather Observing System (AWOS) at the Circle County Airport.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the Memorandum of Agreement and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed

3-0. (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss cattlegate repairs and other road issues.  The South road crew is gravelling on the Prairie Elk road.


The approval of the extension of the Circle Workforce Camp Major Subdivision was tabled.

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.  The Board approved the purchase of a tire inflation cage for approximately $650.00.

The Board reviewed the Haul Route Agreement Amendment.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the amendment and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the amendment is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board approved the Public Health Department purchase of a telephone at a cost of approximately $500 to be taken from the Public Health Emergency Preparedness (PHEP) funds.


The Board provided an updated Glendive District Secondary Roads Program Priority List
to Wayne Noem, MDT Secondary Roads Engineer.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
