Monday, January 8, 2018

At the hour of 8:30 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in administrative session with Janet Wolff, James Moos, and Alan Stempel present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.


The January 2, 2018 minutes were read and approved as corrected.



There were no committee reports.


The Board reviewed and approved the payroll for the month of December, 2017.  Voucher #7 for warrants #82297 through #82317 was issued in the amount of $29,141.14. Voucher #1020 for automatic deposits in the amount of $56,616.28 for a total payroll of $85,757.42 was reviewed and approved. (Copies of the vouchers and payroll register are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Payroll Deduction Voucher #1021 for warrants #82318 through #82320 in the amount of $33,922.10 was reviewed and approved.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved county claims for the month of December, 2017.  Voucher #1023 for warrants #75928 through #76009 for the amount of $217,990.78 was signed at this time.  (A copy of the claim register and voucher are on file in the Commissioners’ files.) 


The officers’ reports for December, 2017 were reviewed and approved for the Sheriff, Clerk of Court, Justice Court and Clerk and Recorder. (Copies of the reports are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved time sheets for December, 2017 for the employees and department heads under the supervision of the County Commissioners.


Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to request approval to purchase a grader tire for approximately $1,500.00.  The Board approved the tire purchase.

The Board held the second reading of Resolutions #18-01-8A establishing the re-organization of the Board of County Commissioners; Resolution #18-01-8B establishing per diem and mileage rates for 2018; Resolution #18-01-8C setting the office hours for Justice Court for 2018; Resolution #18-01-8D setting the meeting days of the Board of County Commissioners; and Resolution #18-01-8E establishing the daily rate of incarceration for 2018.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the resolutions and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  (Copies of the resolutions are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Josh Johnson, Interstate Engineering, met with the Board to provide an update on engineering
issues.


Scott Heide, Weed Coordinator, and Ken Nelson, Weed Supervisor, met with the Board to discuss the purchase of a new spray pickup.  The Board approved the purchase of a 2018 F-350 from
Eissinger Equipment in the amount of $31,500 using State Weed Grant funds for the purchase.


Ken Ehli, Town of Circle Council Member, met with the Board to discuss the Airport AWOS

System and the maintenance.


Kelly Doan, DOR Property Assessment Appraiser, provided the Board with an update on the transition plan for the Department of Revenue’s county office.


Erin Ketchum, DES Coordinator, presented the Emergency Management Performance Grant (EMPG) Program confirmation page to the Board.  (A copy of the confirmation page is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The public hearing at 3:00 p.m. for the purpose of approving an extension of the conditional approval of the preliminary plan for the Circle Workforce Camp Subdivision was opened.   Present for
the hearing were Clint and Shawn Kirchner, Paula Pederson, Erin Ketchum, Greg Nagle, and Maridel Kassner.   Present via conference call were Rick Perkins, Mike Dockery, Brian Holland and Brian Hiller.
Commissioner Wolff opened the hearing by reading the request by TransCanada Keystone Pipeline.L.P

requesting an extension.  A letter dated February 23, 2015 from the Board with the Findings and Conclusions of the Circle Workforce Camp Subdivision was presented.  Testimony, comments, and questions were accepted from the public.  The public hearing was closed at 3:15 p.m.  


Commissioner Moos moved to grant a one (1) year extension of the conditional approval of the preliminary plan for the Circle Workforce Camp Major Subdivision.  Commissioner Stempel seconded

the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the extension is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Nita Crockett, Treasurer, met with the Board to discuss Treasurer’s issues.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
