Monday, February 26, 2018

At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, James Moos, and Alan Stempel present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The February 20, 2018 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss the gravel pit permitting process.

The Board met with Dianna Broadie, County Planner, via telephone to discuss a subdivision boundary relocation with the Town of Circle and McCone County.  It was agreed that Dianna will work with the Town of Circle regarding subdivision boundaries.


Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss snow plowing.


Commissioner Stempel reported on the Safety Committee meeting he attended on February 21, 2018.

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Ian Huseby met with the Board concerning the MCHC Mechanical building.

Ken Nelson, Extension Agent, met with the Board to discuss fair issues.


The Board held a meeting at 2:00 p.m. to discuss the operation and maintenance of the Automated Weather Operating System (AWOS).   Present at the meeting were Craig Canfield, KLJ Engineering; Jerry Schillinger, Frank Wright and Michael Hoy, McCone County Health Center Board Members; Dallas O’Connor, Northwest STAT Air Chairman; Russ Dahl, STAT Air Pilot; Greg Berger, MCHC Board & STAT Air Board member; Nancy Rosaaen, MCHC CEO and STAT Air Board member; Ken Ehli, Town of Circle Councilman; Gordon Oelkers, Roosevelt County Commissioner; Jess Beery, Fire Chief; Jeff Skyberg, Airport Manager; Larry Arnston and Perry Breitbach, Airport Board Members; and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder.  Commissioner Wolff read the June 7, 2014 Airport Board minutes in which the AWOS was first discussed.  An overview of the cost of the system and the maintenance and operation of the system was reviewed. The estimated annual costs for required annual maintenance is $5,500 with additional costs for telephone and electrical services of $2,300.  Craig Canfield, KLJ Engineering, explained the final close out of the project and the FAA Grant.  FAA requirements are that the Town of Circle and McCone County need to operate and maintain the AWOS system for a period of 10 years (life expectancy of the system).  Boundary Electric, installers of the system, covers the first year’s maintenance.  STAT Air has proposed that they will contribute $3,000 for five years towards the operation and maintenance of the system.  They have also volunteered to cover $17,797.22 of the sponsor’s share of the FAA Grant.  Various
options to cover the additional expenses to the Airport were discussed.  The Jerry Schillinger family has volunteered to donate $500.00 towards the expense.  The contract maintenance of the system will begin in January, 2019.  Discussion followed on splitting of the cost between the Airport, Town of Circle, the Volunteer Fire Department, and the Ambulance 
Association.  An email was sent to these entities with the estimated contribution amounts for ten years.  If the expenses decrease, an adjustment will be made.  STAT Air is willing to possibly renegotiate at the end of their five year period.  (A copy of the Airport minutes and the email sent to the entities is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Nita Crocket, Treasurer, presented the Treasurer’s Cash and Investment Report for

January, 2018.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the report and Commissioner Moos

seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

  
Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
