At the hour of 8:30 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in administrative session with Janet Wolff, James Moos, and Alan Stempel present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The Board reviewed the Delinquent Tax Report for April, 2018.  There is $98,641.61 reported delinquent for real estate, $1,567.67 for mobile homes, and $50.62 for personal property.  


The April 23, 2018 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

Commissioner Moos reported on the McCone County Health Center Board meeting he attended
on April 24, 2018.    


Commissioner Wolff reported on a contractor yard meeting she attended on May 1, 2018 and an Action for Eastern Montana Governing Board meeting on April 27, 2018.  She also attended a Haul Route

Road Improvement Project meeting on April 24, 2018.  


Commissioner Stempel attended a public listening session with Tayla Snapp, representative for
House of Representative Greg Gianforte’s office, on May 1, 2018.  


The Board reviewed and approved the payroll for the month of April, 2018.  Voucher #11 for warrants #82393 through #82412 was issued in the amount of $28,721.65.  Voucher #1037 for automatic deposits in the amount of $58,194.73 for a total payroll of $86,916.38 was reviewed and approved.

Payroll Deduction Voucher #1038 for warrants #82413 through #82416 in the amount of $33,580.57 was reviewed and approved.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved county claims for the month of April, 2018.  Voucher #1039 for warrants #76268 through #76348 for the amount of $67,335.19 was signed at this time.  (A copy of the claim register and voucher are on file in the Commissioners’ files.) 


The officers’ reports for April, 2018 were reviewed and approved for the Sheriff, Clerk of Court, Justice Court and Clerk and Recorder. (Copies of the reports are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved time sheets for April, 2018 for the employees and department heads under the supervision of the County Commissioners.


The Board attended the Board of Health meeting at noon.

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Nathan Schrocht, KLJ Engineering, called to discuss the Airport Pavement Construction Service
Contract and the Sponsor Certification.  These will both be placed on the agenda for next week.


The Board held a conference call with John Hrubes, County Attorney, on legal matters.  The Board went into closed session.

At the hour of 2:00 p.m., the Board opened the bids for congregate and home delivered meals.

Commissioner Moos moved to accept the McCone County Health Center, Inc. bid for $7.00 per meal

for Home Delivered Meals; Wooden Nickel, Inc. for Congregate and Home Delivered Meals for $10.50 per plate;  and the Brockway Supper Club for Congregate Meals for $11.00 per plate. Commissioner 

Stempel seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  

The Board; Maridel Kassner, Clerk & Recorder; and Nita Crockett, Treasurer; met with Brent Olness, Olness and Associates, P.C. via conference call for an audit exit interview.

Virginia Richardson, 911 Head Dispatcher, met for approval of the purchase of a new computer.

Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the purchase in the amount of $715.00 and Commissioner

Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
