	Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, met with the Board to request approval of the purchase of 3 tablets for Road Data Collection in the amount of approximately $3,389.00 to be taken out of the GIS Budget and reimbursed by grant funds.  The Board approved this purchase.

	Kenneth Ehli, Town of Circle Mayor, met with the Board to discuss the Airport Horse Pasture Lease.  This is a 3-year lease with Ernest Carlson.  Commissioner Stempel made a motion to approve this lease and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.   (A copy of the lease is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)  Also discussed were the Interlocal Agreement for General Law Enforcement Services and the 911 & Dispatching Contract.

	Roger Schara met with the Board to present an estimate to upgrade the heating and cooling system in the Library building and to discuss lights in the Vejtasa building vehicle bays.

	Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.  Tim provided an update on the replacement of the Redwater Road bridge with a culvert.

	John Hrubes, County Attorney, met with the Board via conference call to discuss legal issues. 

	Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.  An approach permit for Tim Haynie was discussed.  Commissioner Moos made a motion to approve the permit and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the permit is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)  The John Deere Rental Agreement with C & B Operations, LLC was discussed.  The agreement is from June 25, 2018 to December 25, 2018 for a 6155R John Deere tractor for mowing roadside weeds in the amount of $2,000.  Commissioner Stempel made a motion to approve the rental agreement and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0. (A copy of the rental agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

	Michelle Seadeek, District II Alcohol and Drug Program Representative, met with the Board to explain the prevention and clinical aspects of the program.

	The Board met with Circle Rodeo Club members and Ken Nelson, Extension Agent, at the fairgrounds to discuss the use of the McCone County rodeo arena.

	Scott Heide, Weed Coordinator, met with the Board to discuss the purchase of chemicals and the status of the new sprayer pickup.

	The Board reviewed the KLJ Circle Airport – Award Recommendation AIP 3-30-0016-008-2018 for the Pavement Maintenance Construction project in the amount of $134,203.36 to Hardrives Construction, Inc.  Commissioner Moos made a motion to approve the recommendation and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the award recommendation agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)
