	At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, James Moos, and Alan Stempel present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was amended with the addition of approval of a claim from Caterpillar Financial Services.

	The July 9, 2018 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

	Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.  The South Road crew is hauling gravel on Horse Creek road and building some approaches.

	Kevin Pew, Custodian/Maintenance, met with the Board to discuss maintenance issues.

	Commissioner Wolff reported on the Fair Board meeting she attended on July 9, 2018 and the Transportation Committee meeting she attended on July 11, 2018.  Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater Rural Water Authority Board meeting he attended on July 13, 2018.

	The Board reviewed Budget Authority Resolution #18-07-16 in the amount of $6,458.25  for funds received from MACo/PCT insurance.  Commissioner Moos made a motion to approve Resolution #18-07-16 and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.   (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.) 

	The Board reviewed the Interlocal Agreement for General Law Enforcement Services between McCone County and the Town of Circle from July 1, 2018 through June 30, 2021.  Commissioner Stempel made a motion to approve this agreement and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.   (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

   	The Board reviewed the 911 & Dispatching Contract between McCone County and the Town of Circle from July 1, 2018 through June 30, 2021.  Commissioner Stempel made a motion to approve this contract and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.   (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

	The Board reviewed the FY2018 Audit Engagement Letter and Audit start date of April 8, 2019 with Olness & Associates, P.C.  Commissioner Stempel made a motion to approve the engagement letter and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.   (A copy of the letter and is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

	The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

	The Board met with Michael Rinaldi, Sanitarian, via teleconference to discuss the contract between McCone County and Tumblewood Environmental, Inc.

	


The Board reviewed the PILT Underfunding Class Action Opt-In Law Suit.  Commissioner Moos made a motion to approve McCone County opting in the class action law suit to potentially collect PILT funds which were underfunded in 2015, 2016, and 2017.  Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the Class Action Opt-In Notice Form is on file in the Commissioner’ files.)

	Voucher #1000 for grader payments to Caterpillar Financial Services for warrant #76561 in the amount of $40,000.00 was reviewed and approved.  (A copy of the claim register and voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

	Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
