	Nita Crockett, Treasurer, presented the November 2018 Treasurer Cash and Investment Report to the Board for their approval.  (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

	The Board met with Chad Bieber, County Planning Board Chairman, to discuss Planning Board issues.  

	Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, met with the Board to discuss the Airport Affected Area Regulations.

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.  

	The Board opened the public hearing at 2:00 p.m. for the purpose of approval and adoption of the Circle Town/County Airport Affected Area Regulations.  Present for the hearing was Ken Ehli, Town of Circle Mayor.  Commissioner Wolff opened the hearing by summarizing the regulations.  No one spoke in support of the resolution.  No one spoke in opposition of the resolution.  The public hearing was closed at 2:20 p.m.
